On examination of the various suggestions/ proposals received from the Telecom
Circles on IP TAX Connectivity with MPLS network for 2nd GE port viz-a-viz connectivity of IP
TAX with 1+1 GE interface through different routers/ RPR/ OCLAN (i.e. two different network
elements) at MPLS/ IP side. In continuation with the connectivity guidelines for
interconnecting IP TAX Network with NIB-Il MPLS Network from CP &M Cell dated 29.09.2009
the under mentioned details are as furnished below:-

a. In pursuance of the instructions issued vide reference above, IP TAX connectivity has been
made with (1+1) GigE interface to the co-located/nearest router/ RPR/ LAN switch i.e. IPTAX
has been parented to single router/ RPR/ LAN switch on 1+1 GigE. The number of interface are
to be increased with the traffic and keeping in view of traffic migration from TDM TAX to IPTAX
it has been requested to increase the number of interface as per requirement of the capacity
of TMG of IPTAX.

b. The issues in this connection has been examined in consultation with NWO-CFA / BB/ MPLS
branches of BSNL C.0., New Delhi regarding redundancy and it was found that there is no need
to connect IP TAX at two different locations as the connectivity of PE Router and RPRs are
already in redundant mode. The present connectivity of IPTAX is being followed in Wi-Max,
CDMA, mobile etc also. However, it came to notice that there are the OCLANs which are not
connected in redundant mode to their upstream; so it is proposed that all such OCLANs may
be connected to upstream in redundant mode in order to provide redundancy to IP TAX
parented to such OCLAN as well as to provide redundancy to BB users which are being served
through that OCLAN. The connectivity of IP TAX from two different locations may give
redundancy at Network Element level but the availability of media may not be as much
; redundant as by using MPLS/ RPR network. In addition, it is informed that the availability of
B such Network Element is quite high (more than 99.9% uptime).

c. Further to maintain the required quality of voice calls, Telecom Circles are requested to
monitor the upstream IP traffic. Also before migration of further TDM TAX circuits to IP TAX it
may be ensured that augmentation of links are to be considered incase the maximum traffic
reaches greater than 90% or average traffic crosses 70%.
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This issues with approval of the competent authority.
